Works List Submissions: formatting instructions

Only include works by a person who is featured in the Encyclopedia, not books about them, and only include first publication or public circulation (e.g. delivery of a speech, performance of a play) – whichever is earlier. Do not include subsequent editions. Do not include works edited by or translated by the author. With foreign-language works, original title first followed by English translation. If no official English translation exists, please provide a translation of your own.

Note publication dates should ideally include day, month and year, and in the format preferred by computers (yyyy-mm-dd).

You can find all relevant lists of genres etc. here: https://www.litencyc.com/php/members/contributors/docs/documents/ Rank refers to the relative importance of the work in a writer’s canon and in world literature in general, and ranges from 1 (most important) to 4 (minor).
